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This thesis addresses a specific trend in the development of rhetoric, which is the trend of "argumentative rhetoric"
represented by the book: "The Classification of Argumentation: The New Rhetoric" by Perelman and Titka,
published in 1958, which seeks to develop the Aristotelian contribution to argumentation studies, and was a reason
for enriching contemporary rhetorical research. Argumentative rhetoric is the rhetoric that has taken persuasion as
its goal, using possible means according to the requirements of the situation, and thus going beyond the narrow
definition to which it has been limited for long periods; | mean knowledge of the forms of expression and stylistic
aspects associated with constructive discourses and the ability to embellish speech. The thesis also seeks to
demonstrate the impact of this theory on Egyptian rhetorical studies that
used it in their treatment of texts of various types, trying to answer some questions such as:
- How did new rhetoric contribute to the development of Western rhetoric in general, and Arabic rhetoric in
particular?
- How did the new rhetoric move to the Arab world in general, and to Egypt in particular, and how was it
presented to the Arab reader?
- What are the motives behind the interest of Arab researchers in the new theory of rhetoric, and what are the
reasons for the acceptance it has received among them?
- Were the Arabs able to translate the ideas of the theory in a bright translation or did they increase the ambiguity
of the text?
- How did Egyptian researchers present Perelman's theory, and what was its impact on their applications?
- Did Egyptian researchers succeed in presenting a new model for rhetorical analysis that Arab rhetoric had not

known before, or did it remain within the framework of old rhetoric?
