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Thesis summary

This Thesis came in the narrations of the mudals in Sunan EI-Tirmidhi from the
beginning of the book to the last chapters of sales; to distinguish what is acceptable
from what is rejected, to find out the impact of deception therein, and to try to
search for permission to hear the hadiths banned from other ways, or to stand for
them based on what takes the place of hearing, which are considerations of
accepting the curse of the impostor, and the number of chapters of the book under
study was fourteen chapters, which are chapters of: purity, prayer, Witr and the
chapters of Friday, two feasts, travel, zaka, fasting, pilgrimage, funerals, marriage,
breastfeeding, divorce, the curse, sales. Persons who were described as mudals in
these chapters were twenty-four narrators. EI-Tirmidhi mentioned them in hundred
and thirty-five narrations, and these narrations are divided into:

A- Narratives, which number one hundred and seventy-nine, have been denied
suspicion of mudals. The number of narrations in which their authors have stated
by listening is one hundred and sixteen narrations, and the number of narrations
that the imams tolerated the curse of their owners for considerations of accepting
the curse of the deflower are sixty-three.

B - Narrations that did not exclude the semi-mudals of their men, their owners did
not authorize the hearing in other books, and I did not stand for them based on the
considerations that take the place of hearing from the considerations of accepting
the curse of the spoiler, and the number of these narrations is sixty-one.

C- Narrations in which Al-Madalus did not prove to have heard from the narrator
on his behalf, and the number of these narrations were four.

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This study aims to demonstrate the impact of tadlis on the narrations whose owners
have not declared to hear about their sheikhs, and the number of these narrations
was about two hundred and forty. Tadlis in the hadith is a presumption of the
discontinuation of the chain of transmission and in it the delusion of the narrator
hearing what he did not hear, wasting the narrated on him, and defaming the way
of his knowledge of those who ask to stand on his condition and capacity to view
either does he accept what was narrated from the news or not. ¢

As for the introduction, it contained reasons for choosing the topic, previous
studies, research methodology, and research plan. As for the preface, it came by
defining the vocabulary of the title, it came in the translation of the life of El-

As for the first chapter: it contained the narrations of the mudals from the
beginning of the book to the last chapters of prayer.

As for the second chapter: it contained the narrations of the mudals from the
beginning of the chapters of Zaka to the last chapters of sales.
