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The goldsmith Eloi (588-660) and his work at

Merovingian court, then Bishop of Noyon.

Abstract:

the research deals with Eloi and his work as a goldsmith, then the
transformation that happened to him from a talented goldsmith to an
advisor in the Merovingian royal court. Because of Eloi’s fame as a
talented goldsmith, he executed two throne chairs made of gold for King
Clotaire 11, and he excelled in making these chairs in a beautiful way, so
he gained the trust of Clotaire Il, who appointed him as his advisor and
head of the mint. Then, after the death of Clotaire II, Eloi worked as an
advisor to King Dagobert. During Eloi’s work in Dagobert’s court, Eloi
built the monastery of Solignac and another monastery for girls thanks to
Dagobert’s donations, and he also executed many gold works. After the
death of Dagobert and during the reign of Clovis Il, Eloi became a bishop
of the city of Noyon.
