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Abstract 

This thesis discusses the depiction of palaces and houses on the walls of New 

Kingdom tombs. The research is divided into six Chapters, preceded by an 

Introduction and followed by a Conclusion. 

The chapters of the study are divided historically and geographically. This division 

is based on the dating of the tombs containing depictions of palaces and houses, as 

well as their locations. 

The first chapter is titled "Names and Terms Indicating Palaces and Houses in 

Ancient Egyptian". The chapter begins with an introduction, followed by a 

discussion of the names and terms referring to palaces, houses, and their parts in 

Ancient Egyptian. Then it concludes with a presentation of the key findings related 

to the chapter. 

The second chapter is titled "Building Materials and Tools Used in the 

Construction of Ancient Egyptian Palaces and Houses." This chapter discusses 

the terms referring to building materials in Ancient Egyptian, their development, 

the texts related to them, and the methods of using each material in the 

construction process. It also explains the tools used with these materials and the 

terms associated with them, along with the archaeological evidence supporting the 

existence of these tools. The chapter concludes with the presentation of key 

observations and findings. 

The third chapter is titled "Architectural Styles and Patterns of Palaces and 

Houses from Pre-Dynastic Period to the New Kingdom". This chapter examines 

the evolution of architectural styles and patterns of palaces and houses, presenting 

the key material evidence, archaeological findings, and wall paintings that provide 

a detailed description of them. The chapter concludes with the researcher's 

observations and main conclusions. 

The fourth chapter is titled "Depiction of Palaces in New Kingdom Tombs at 

Thebes and Amarna." The study in this chapter is divided chronologically, 

covering the depiction of palaces on the walls of tombs from the 18
th

 Dynasty, 

including around fourteen tombs, followed by the 19
th

 Dynasty, with about five 

tombs, and the 20
th
 Dynasty, which includes one tomb. The chapter concludes with 

the researcher's observations and main conclusions. 



The fifth chapter is titled "Depictions of Houses and Their Annexes in New 

Kingdom Tombs at Thebes and Tel Amarna." The study in this chapter is 

divided into two main sections: First, the depiction of houses on the walls of New 

Kingdom tombs, which includes the 18
th

 Dynasty with about twelve tombs, 

followed by the 19
th
 Dynasty with around four tombs. Second, the depiction of 

house annexes, such as gardens and pools, within the walls of New Kingdom 

tombs, which includes the 18
th

 Dynasty with about seven tombs, followed by the 

19
th
 Dynasty with two tombs, then the 20

th
 Dynasty with one tomb. The chapter 

concludes with the researcher's observations and main findings. 

The sixth chapter is titled "The Analytical Study." This chapter contains the 

analytical study of the research, presenting all the results derived from the analysis 

and investigation process.  

The researcher concluded the study with the main conclusions, followed by the 

references, appendices, images, and diagrams.
