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Abstract

Ottoman British relations during the era of sultan Abdul Hamid I
1876- 1909.

During the 19" century, the ottoman empire maintained privileged
relations with Britain ,which oscilated between friendship and enmity,



the chapters of this study are a period of ottoman — British hostility from
the last quarter of the 19" century to 1909, it was divided into preface
,four chapters and conclusion .

The preface ; talks about relations prior to the time of sultan Abdul
Hamid Il ,mentioning diplomatic relations between the two countries,
Britain's position on the Crimean war 1853- 1856 and its support for the
Ottoman empire against Russia, the black sea neutrality treaty of
London 1871 and the Hesa campaign in the same year, Britain's
purchase of Suze canal shares 1875 .

The first chapter ; talks about sultan Abdul Hamid Il and his life , birth,
upbringing , formation ,accession to the throne, internal politics
,removal and death.

The second chapter ; addresses the external crises of the Ottoman
empire and the British position on them such as ; the Russo — Turkish
war 1877- 1878, the treaty of San Stefano of March 3,1878 ,the
congress of Berlin 1878, Britain's occupation of Egypt 1882 ,the
convention of Constantinople of 1888 , the Crete question, and then the
Eastern policy of Britain and the position of the Ottoman empire in that
regard , referring to Britain 's control of Yemen, Iraqg, Bahrain and
Kuwait, and the Agaba crisis ,it concluded by noting the Islamic
university and the British position on it .

The third chapter ; refers to Britain's position on the Ottoman minorities
such as ; the Armenians, the Jews and the Balkan states, deals with the
pogroms of the Armenians 1895-1896 and how Britain helped them to
stand up to the Ottoman empire, it also talks about the immigration of
Jews to the Ottoman empire , Zionism and the Britain's position there on
and the Balkan states " Bulgaria — Albania — Macedonia — Serbs " .

The forth chapter ; talks about the German — Ottoman rapprochement
and the British position on it , mentioning the Ottoman — German goals
of rapprochement, the causes of the deterioration of Anglo — German
relations , the manifestations of political , economic and military
rapprochement , and the British position on each of them.
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
