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Master's Summary 

"The title imy-rA aXnwty is considered one of the important functional titles. 

It became widely used and evolved during the Middle Kingdom and 

continued to be documented during the Eighteenth Dynasty. The term aXnwty 

is associated with the architecture of royal palaces and was used in texts 

from the Middle and New Kingdoms to refer to the inner part (of the royal 

palace). The aXnwty includes the "Hall of the Official Receptions" or 

"Meeting Hall", as well as "rooms and chambers for the king", in addition to 

several "courtyards and internal halls". 

"The number of those who held the position of imy-rA aXnwty, 'the supervisor 

of the aXnwty, reached one hundred and two individuals. It is evident from 

studying the people who held this title during its documentation that it 

emerged and became widely used, maintaining a rising trend throughout the 

Middle Kingdom. The study showed that ninety-four individuals held the 

title dating back to the Middle Kingdom, and those who carried this title in 

the late Middle Kingdom were associated with various administrative offices 

and governmental institutions." 

"The importance of the title and the responsibilities of its Bearers declined 

during the Second Intermediate Period and the New Kingdom, with only two 

individuals documented as holding the title from the Second Intermediate 

Period, in addition to six individuals from the Eighteenth Dynasty". The 

reason for this is attributed to the administrative changes that occurred in the 

functional structure of the Egyptian administration, which had a significant 

impact on the documentation of this title." 
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
