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Abstract

Electronic self-publishing is one of the modern types of publishing that
requires the author to publish his own resources, whether (books, videos,



audio files, scientific research, textbooks) on the Internet instead of
publishing houses to sell them and benefit from their profits, and therefore
this study aims to Shedding light on the trends of the faculty members at
Benha University towards electronic self-publishing.

The study addressed in its theoretical part a set of main themes related
to this topic, as it focused in the first chapter on listing the definitions and
types of electronic self-publishing and the differences between electronic
self-publishing and commercial self-publishing and the advantages and
disadvantages of electronic self-publishing.

The study was launched in the second semester to deal with the nature
and future of electronic self-publishing for faculty members, in addition to
presenting the components and fields of electronic self-publishing, its
requirements and techniques, in addition to the use of platforms and social
media in electronic self-publishing.

In the third chapter, the study dealt with the practical or field aspect by
studying the faculty members ’attitudes towards electronic self-publishing,
by studying the faculty members’ attitudes towards available publishing
patterns, towards electronic self-publishing, and toward preparing,
designing and marketing self-published works, and their attitudes towards
it.

In the analytical aspect, the study revealed the results of the electronic
questionnaire, in addition to analyzing the faculty members ’attitudes
towards electronic self-publishing. The study revealed a positive trend for
faculty members towards electronic self-publishing.
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
