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Abstract of the First Study

the researcher, through this study, sought to identify the most prominent
themes and contents emphasized by press photographs in the coverage
of the Russian-Ukrainian war on the websites of international newspapers
Websites, The study also aimed to uncover the patterns of visual
representation of the war and their media implications, Furthermore, it
sought to determine the type and main issues addressed by the war-
related press images published on the websites of the four international
newspapers Websites selected as the study sample, namely: The Moscow
Times (Russia), The New York Post (USA), China Daily (China), and Asharg
Al-Awsat (Saudi Arabia). In addition, the study aimed to identify the key
figures depicted in the war-related images,To achieve these objectives,
the researcher employed content analysis as a tool, designing a coding
sheet to analyze both the form and content of the images, This was
applied to a total of 635 photographs published in the four sampled
newspapers Websites during the study periods: from February 24, 2022,
to April 24, 2022 (the outbreak of the war), and from February 24, 2023,
to April 24, 2023 (the escalation phase marking the beginning of the
second year of the war),The study falls within descriptive research and
relied on the media survey method, both descriptive and analytical, in
addition to the comparative approach, in order to compare how the four
international newspaper websites employed press images to frame the
issue of the Russian-Ukrainian war.

The study reached several significant findings, the most important of
which are: the existence of statistically significant differences among the
four newspapers in terms of the themes of war-related press
photographs. Results further revealed that the Russian President ranked
first, followed by the Ukrainian President in second place, regarding the
most featured key figures in the war coverage, due to the fact that Russia
and Ukraine are the two principal parties in the conflict.
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
