Language Disorder and Information Processing

 Between  Schizophrenics Categories and Normals

Objectives of the Study:

       The current study targets shedding light on the Relationship between schizophrenics (paranoid and non-paranoid) in understanding, production of language and information processing. It also aims at spotting the differences between paranoid-schizophrenics, non-paranoid schizophrenics and normals in terms of understanding and production of language and information processing. It also aims at spotting the differences between paranoid-schizophrenics and non-paranoid schizophrenics on one hand and normals on the other in terms of understanding and production of language and information processing through some clinic examinations.

Layout of the Study: 

          This study consists of two groups: case group (paranoid schizophrenia and non-paranoid schizophrenia) It consists of (50) schizophrenics and is divided into two groups: (25) cases with paranoid schizophrenia and (25) cases with non-paranoid schizophrenia, cases are chosen from the Psychiatric Center at Ain Shams University and Banha Psychiatric Health Hospital and comparison group (normals) It consists of (50) normals, in which a comparison is made between both groups in terms of performance of understanding and production of language and information processing; that is following making symmetric or relative parity between groups regarding some obtrusive changes like age, educational background, intelligence, gender, illness duration, and dependence on psychological inputs, brain lesions and favorite right hand which are expected to decrease the credibility of results.
Description of the Psychological Examinations: 

          They consist of a socio-psychological Report of schizophrenics, Recognizing favorite hand checklist, blocks drawing examination, circles matching examination, understanding examination, vocabulary examination, understanding and production of language, and information processing examination.

Findings of the Study: 

          The findings of this study refers to the Relationship between schizophrenics (paranoid and non-paranoid) in understanding, production of language, information processing and Relationship between schizophrenics (paranoid and non-paranoid) in understanding, production of language and refers to  presence of statistically significance differences among the samples for the favor of schizophrenics (paranoid and non-paranoid) in understanding and production of language and information processing in addition to statistically significant differences among the samples of patients for the favor of paranoid schizophrenics in understanding and production of language and information processing.
