The importance of study.
It finds the importance of this study in the general objective that it

addresses, as it works to highlight the role of religious values in achieving
stability and balance at the level of society in general, as well as identify-
ing and controlling social relations in order to rebuild a social network in
which the relations between individuals are more intense, as through the
Holy Qur’an “Bilbonyan el marsous”.

The research conducted a case study on a group of families in the

city of Benha of different age, educational and professional levels, where

the number of families is 20 families, as the field study of the cases of

families in the city of Benha confirmed that there is a close relationship

between the practice of religious values and the achievement of social

control.
